Families will be able to grab the day’s lunch as well as the next day’s breakfast to
eliminate multiple pickups. Families will not be able to remain on the premises
to eat.

2. Housing, rental assistance

a.

People in housing crisis must call 2-1-1 to be connected to local homeless
shelters and cash assistance to prevent homelessness. The Connecticut
Department of Housing has waived its policy of waiting 30 days to implement an
income change for the rental assistance program and federal section 8 vouchers.



For the next 90 days, families already participating in the programs will have
immediate adjustments for rental payment. DOH has also increased its rapid exit
and rapid rehousing funding by $735,000 to assist individuals and families leave
shelters and find permanent housing.
